Training Curriculum I

Addresses structural issues, leadership issues and the problems confronting the local congregations. We
discuss vision, character, and stumbling blocks looking long and hard at the problems we currently face.
This weekend is more informational and foundational with practicums on getting vision, hearing from God
and moving from “churchgoers to disciples”.

Training Curriculum II

Addresses the challenge for numerical growth with strategies and practical ways laity can evangelize. We
discuss prayer, divine appointments, how to invite people to church, characteristics of growing churches,
issues of conversion, revelation and ownership of the gospel. Congregations learn how they can bring
people into their community of faith.

Training Curriculum IIT

Is all about ministries of power, which include healing, and dealing with the demonic. We discuss the Holy
Spirit, the gifts of the Holy Spirit, all types of healing, the occult and spiritual warfare. Most of this
weekend is learning skills and embracing the Holy Spirit. The teaching is designed to model and demystify
these ministries.
